JPI Application Note

Installing Fuel Flow in Beech or Cessna Aircraft
with Factory Installed Electric Fuel Flow Gauges

JPI fuel flow instruments (FS-450, EDM-700, 760, 800) can share the same transducer that was installed with the aircraft's factory supplied fuel flow gauge. This application note will explain how to order, install and configure the JPI instrument.

Ordering

When ordering your JPI fuel flow instrument for this application, specify the Aerosonics option.

Installation and wiring

Connect the JPI to the transducer using the white and black wires. Connect white to white and black to black. Important: leave the red wire open (no connection) between the JPI instrument and the transducer.
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Setting the K-factor

Factory installed transducers usually have a K-factor of 85,000. Set the K-factor initially to 85.0. Then fine-tune the K-factor using the method described in the JPI Pilot's Guide for your instrument.

If the factory installed instrument does not function properly when the JPI instrument is turned off, then the Aerosonics option may not have been installed on the JPI instrument. In this case, note the serial number of the instrument, the K-factor and what is the fuel flow reading on the digital display and call JPI Product Support at 800 345-4574.
